Volunteer Programs in Nepal

This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) establishes a partnership between Cosmic
Volunteers and VAD Nepal.

1. MISSION

Cosmic Volunteers is a US-based, 501(c)(3) non-profit charity that organizes and
manages volunteer programs in Asia, Africa, and Latin America. Cosmic Volunteers is a
private organization. unaffiliated with any governmental. religious, or grant-making
organizations. (US Charity 1D: 33-0998120)

VAD Nepal is a non-profit making and non-governmental organization fully committed
to enhancing the quality of lives of people with disabilities in Nepal. VAD Nepal was
founded in 2003 by volunteers and guardians of physically challenged people.

Together. the Parties enter into this Memorandum of Understanding to mutually
promote and manage international volunteer programs in Nepal, while offering
volunteers the opportunity to learn about and appreciate the culture and people of Nepal
while contributing to worthwhile humanitarian projects.

Accordingly. Cosmic Volunteers and VAD Nepal, agree to operate under this MOU.

Collect information from volunteer before arrival in host country: Biographical
Data, CV / Resume, Copy of Passport, Flights, Questionnaire, Emergency
contacts, Medical conditions and dietary requirements

. Collect Program Fee from volunteer before arrival in host country

+ Regular contact with Volunteer during their stay in host country

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3. TERMS OF UNDERSTANDING

The term of this MOU is for a period of two (2) years from the effective date of this
agreement and may be extended upon written mutual agreement. It shall be reviewed
annually to ensure that it is fulfilling its purpose and to make any necessary revisions.

Either organization may terminate this MOU upon thirty (30) days written notice
without penalties or liabilities.

4. AUTHORIZATION

The signing of this MOU is not a formal undertaking. It implies that the signatories
will strive to reach. to the best of their ability, the objectives stated in the MOU.
